The motion passed.

Jeff Shane and Peter McCarthy, the owners of the new 5721 Clark St. restaurant Kingfisher, presented information about the 120-seat seafood restaurant and adjacent parking and asked the block club to approve an Incidental Liquor License.  Ken Johnson made a motion the block club support new business and allow Kingfisher an Incidental Liquor License. The motion passed with 16 ayes, and 1 abstention.

The meeting adjourned at 8:45.
